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Haltom Theater to be site of community art gallery 
 
Haltom City, TX, Nov. 10, 2006 – The vision that has been a dream of but a handful of 

Haltom City citizens during the past several years may be about to come true in a place 

that is legendary to many. On Dec. 8 and 9, 2006, 65 years after its original opening, the 

doors to the historic Haltom Theater will once again open.  The Haltom Community Arts 

Committee, the Birdville Historical Society and ARTSNET, have partnered together to 

host a two-day event celebrating the arts, local history and a renewed interest in 

revitalizing East Belknap Street. 

 

The theater, an example of the1930s art deco architecture style, will be turned into a 

gallery for the two-day event featuring local artist’s work. In addition, the Birdville 

Historical Society will chronicle the area’s history with a display of artifacts and photos.   

 

The Friday event is a private party for sponsors and supporters. Saturday’s event will be 

an open house during which the public may visit the art gallery and displays as well as 

tour the theater. Saturday hours are noon to 5 p.m. The theater is located at 5601 E. 

Belknap St. at the intersection of E. Belknap Street and Denton Highway. 
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
